To begin:

3. You will arrive at the Basic Search screen.

To BROWSE SEARCH the catalog
1. Use Browse Search to find books on the subject of Caldecott Medal Book or search by title or author to
check on the availability of titles on this list.
2. Type in the subject, author, or title you would like to search.

3. Select the type of search you would like to do from the pull down menu.
4. Click on Search
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Viewing the results of a Search:

1. After clicking on Search you will see a Browse list. Click on the underlined link to see a list of
records.

2. When viewing the records list, take note of the status and call number of the item(s) you are
interested in.

e Owned/Out tells whether an item is checked out. For example, “1 / 0” means that the library owns one
copy of the item and it is not checked out.

e Call Number tells you where to find an item in the library (whether it is located in the Circulating,
Reference, or Reserves part of the library) and its location on the shelf.

o Availability will tell you when a book is due back if it is out. It will also allow you to submit a hold
request.
